
Getting to The Bank
We’re about 12 000 km from the Taj Mahal, 6 000 to the pyramids at Giza, 3 200 km from Seattle’s Space Needle, and a little more than 200 km from the CN Tower. As the crow flies.

However, in the comfort of your car, we’re just 45 minutes from London, 140 km from Windsor, about 90 minutes from Stratford and just over 200 km from Niagara Falls. 

The Bank is nestled in West Lorne, in a little corner of West Elgin, fewer than 10 km north of Lake Erie and 2 km south of Highway 401. We’re pretty easy to find, no matter where you’re coming from.

Coming from the East? If you’d like to get off the 401 and slow down a little, turn off at Dutton (Exit 149). Pop into town for a quick boo if you like. The turnoff to The Bank/West Lorne is Pioneer Line. It’s the first road to the right off the 401 and will take you parallel to the highway at a more relaxed pace. Once in town, turn right at the main intersection (You can’t miss it. West Lorne IS a small town.) There’s a BMO Band of Montreal on one corner, an IGA on the left. We’re just up the street on the left, at the end of the block. There’s LOTS of FREE on-street parking, right on Graham Road and off on the side streets.

Or, stay on the 401. Get off at Exit 137 (Graham Road), just past the brand new service centre. When you come off the ramp to the stop sign, you’ll turn right, going back over the 401. Then, you can’t miss us. Once you’re in town, you’ll pass an ESSO station on the left and then a couple hundred metres down the road, on the right, McKishnie Park, just before you cross over the former railroad track bed. Heads up! We’re right there— on the right, on the corner. You’ll see the old brick Bank, the timber frame Cookery — and plenty of FREE on-street parking.

Coming from the West? Once you get to Exit 129, (Rodney) you can get off there and enjoy a quiet drive along Pioneer Line (just come through town and turn left at the south end of town) or continue on to Exit 137. Then follow the directions above.

Coming from Rodney, drive into town along Pioneer Line. Once you’re in West Lorne, turn left at the intersection. BMO Bank of Montreal is on one corner and the IGA is on the right. We’re right there at the end of the block, on the left, just before the old railroad track bed. You can park FREE on the street.

You can get to us from Highway 3 (Talbot Line), too. Turn north at Eagle (Lakeview Gardens) and drive into town. Pass West Elgin Secondary School. When you get to the stop sign, go “straight” by taking the little jog in the road. You’ll find us on the left, just past the hardware store. 

From Glencoe. Drive south out of town. When you get to the stop sign, turn right. You’re on Highway 2 (Longwoods Rd.) Muscat’s General Store is there on the left.  Carry on following the directions below for Highway 2.
Coming west along Highway 2 (Longwoods Road)? Watch for the turn (left).  Pay close attention! It’s Pratt Siding Road. It will become Graham Road once you cross into Elgin County. West Lorne is about 10 minutes down the road. You’ll pass by rolling farms, century-old community churches and cross over the 401. Follow directions for getting off at Exit 137.

From Wardsville.  The easiest way to The Bank is to go east along Highway 2 (Longwoods Rd) and turn right on Pratt Siding Road, which becomes Graham Road once into Elgin County.  Just stay on that road, as it will get you to West Lorne in about 15 minutes.
We’re at 242 Graham Road, West Lorne at 81°36’ longitude and 42°36’ latitude. Plug us into your GPS, bring the family and friends and come see what we’ve got cookin’ at The Bank.
